Come out to meet him!” Then all those virgins got up and trimmed their
lamps. The foolish ones said to the wise, ‘Give us some of your oil, for
our lamps are going out.” But the wise ones replied, ‘No, for there may
not be enough for us and you. Go instead to the merchants and buy
some for yourselves.” While they went off to buy it, the bridegroom
came and those who were ready went into the wedding feast with him.

For | was
hungry and you gave me food, | was thirsty and you gave me drink, a stranger and
you welcomed me, naked and you clothed me, ill and you cared for me, in prison
and you visited me.’

Then the righteous will answer him and say, ‘Lord, when did we see you
hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you drink? When did we see you a
stranger and welcome you, or naked and clothe you? When did we see you 'l or in
prison, and visit you?’ And the king will say to them in reply, ‘Amen, | say to you,
whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did for me.’ Then he
will say to those on his left, ‘Depart from me, you accursed, into the eternal fire
prepared for the Devil and his angels. For | was hungry and you gave me no food, |
was thirsty and you gave me no drink, a stranger and you gave me no welcome,
naked and you gave me no clothing, ill and in prison, and you did not care fcr me.’

Then they will answer and say, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty
or a stranger or naked or ill or in prison, and not minister to your needs?’ He will
answer them, ‘Amen, | say to you, what you did not do for one of these least ones,

you did not do for me.” And these will go off to eternal punishment, but the
righteous to eternal life.”

At noon darkness came over the whole land until three in the
afternoon. And at three o’clock Jesus cried out in a loud voice, “Eloi,
Eloi, lema sabachthani?” which is translated, “My God, my God, why
have you forsaken me?” Some of the bystanders who heard it said,
“Look, he is calling Elijah.” One of them ran, soaked a sponge with wine,
put it on a reed, and gave it to him to drink saying, “Wait, let us see if
Elijah comes to take him down.” Jesus gave a loud cry and breathed his
last. The veil of the sanctuary was torn in two from top to bottom.
When the centurion who stood facing him saw how he breathed his last
he said, “Truly this man was the Son of God!”

When the Sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, Mary, the mother of
James, and Salome bought spices so that they might go and anoint him.
Very early when the sun had risen, on the first day of the week, they
came to the tomb. They were saying to one another, “Who will roll back
the stone for us from the entrance to the tomb?” When they looked up,
they saw that the stone had been rolled back. It was very large. On
entering the tomb they saw a young man sitting on the right side,
clothed in a white robe, and they were utterly amazed. He said to
them, “Do not be amazed! You seek Jesus of Nazareth, the crucified. H=
has been raised; he is not here. Behold the place where they laid him.”

As they approached the village to which they were
going, he gave the impression that he was going on farther. But they
urged him, “Stay with us, for it is nearly evening and the day is almost
over.” So he went into stay with them. And it happened that, while he
was with them at table, he took bread, said the blessing, broke it, and
gave it to them. With that their eyes were opened and they recognized
him, but he vanished from their sight. Then they said to each other,
“Were not our hearts burning within us while he spoke to us on the
way and opened the Scriptures to us?”

So, they took Jesus, and, carrying the cross himself, he went out to
what is called the Place of the Skull, in Hebrew, Golgotha. There they
crucified him, and with him two others, one on either side, with Jesus in
the middle.

Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother’s sister,
Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus saw his
mother and the disciple whom he loved, he said to his mother,
“Woman, behold, your son.” Then he said to the disciple, “Behold, your
mother.” And from that hour the disciple took her into his home.

After this, aware that everything was now finished, in order that the
Scripture might be fulfilled, Jesus said, “I thirst.” There was a vessel
filled with common wine. So, they put a sponge soaked in wine on a
sprig of hyssop and put it up to his mouth. When Jesus had taken the
wine, he said, “It is finished.” And bowing his head, he handed over the
Spirit.

Now since it was preparation day, in order that the bodies might not
remain on the cross on the sabbath, for the sabbath day of that week
was a solemn one, the Jews asked Pilate that their legs be broken, and
they be taken down. So, the soldiers came and broke the legs of the
first and then of the other one who was crucified with Jesus. But when
they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not
break his legs, but one solder thrust his lance into his side, and
immediately Blood and water flowed out. An eyewitness has testified,
and his testimony is true; he knows that he is speaking the truth, so
that you also may come to believe. For this happened so that the
